THE PASSION STORY

One of the most comforting parts of the Passion
story for me is the agony in the garden. If the Son of
God had to tell himself and his Father, "not as | will,
but as you will" (Matthew 26:39); | should be able to
say the same. There are times when | would much
rather have things always go my way, but that is not
going to happen. So it's comforting to know that
Jesus did not take the easy way out, but accepted
the Father's will that he should suffer and die.

Whenever we say the Lord's Prayer we pray, "Thy
will be done." But how often do we still take the easy
way out? When | have a chance to help someone in
need, do | tell myself it's none of my business, or do |
ask if there is anything | can do? When | am hurt by
the death of a loved one, or am injured in an
accident, do | get angry at God for letting this
happen, or do | say with Jesus, "Not my will, but
yours be done"?

Luke's Gospel ends the temptation of Jesus in the
desert with the phrase, "When the devil had finished
every test, he left him until an opportune time" (Luke
4:13). That time came in the garden, and again
Jesus had the last word, choosing to do his Father's
will. Even though we know God always does what is
best for us when we would rather have what we think
is best, at least remember to say, "Not my will, but
yours be done."

Para las visitas no hay un ritual
establecido, no obstante, la practica popular es rezar
una estacion al Santisimo Sacramento (Tres
Padrenuestros, incluyendo Avemaria, Gloria al
Padre y la jaculatoria eucaristica) y luego dejar un
momento de silencio para acompanar a Jesus en su
agonia. La ultima visita debe ser en la parroquia
doméstica.

El pasaje de hoy del profeta Isaias nos presenta con
un dilema humano comun, ¢qué hacemos con
nuestro sufrimiento? El profeta se describe a si
mismo como un fiel siervo de Dios, que sufre golpes
y burlas. Exactamente no se sabe quién escribid
este texto, pero podemos apreciar su extraordinaria
respuesta.

UN NUEVO REINO

El Evangelio de Mateo, usando varios simbolos de
las Escrituras, presenta a Jesus como el verdadero y
victorioso rey que comienza un nuevo reino.
Después de su entrada real a Jerusalén, Jesus
asciende a un trono paraddjico y escandaloso, la
cruz. La cruz revela la naturaleza de su reino,
basado en el perdon de Dios y su amor expiatorio.
Las fuerzas del mal prosperan cuando la violencia
suscita mas violencia. Al aceptar su sufrimiento y al
ofrecer perdon, Jesus rompe el circulo primario de la
violencia. Los evangelios proclaman que las fuerzas
del mal, aun cuando contindan sus efectos hasta
hoy, fueron derrotados en la cruz.

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ENDURING HOPE

Today’s passage from lsaiah presents us with a
common human dilemma: what do we do with our
suffering? The speaker describes himself as God’s
faithful servant, who suffers beatings and mockery.
We can’t be sure who the speaker is, but we can see
his extraordinary response. He chooses not to fight
back, not to respond to violence with violence. He
chooses to endure with hope that God, in God’s own
way, will deliver and vindicate him. Christians later
saw this passage as a poignant description of Jesus’
suffering in his passion. We all have many
experiences of tragic or undeserved suffering. We
might desire to run from our pain, or to inflict
suffering upon others, or to live in despair. In faith,
we are invited to share in the suffering of Jesus,
sharing also with all who suffer similarly. We can
place our wounds in God’s hands. We may live in
enduring hope that Christ is indeed present and
accompanies us in our pain. In God’s own way, our
suffering may be transformed, so to serve God’s
purposes.

A NEW KINGDOM

The Gospel of Matthew, using various symbols from
scripture, presents Jesus as the true and victorious
king who begins a new kingdom. After his royal
entrance into Jerusalem, Jesus ascends his
scandalous and paradoxical throne, the cross. The
cross reveals the nature of his kingdom, based on
God’s forgiveness and sacrificial love. Evil forces
thrive when violence stirs even more violence. By
accepting his suffering and offering forgiveness,
Jesus broke the primary cycle of violence. The
Gospels proclaim that the powers of evil, though
continuing their effects today, were decisively
defeated on the cross.

The resurrection of Jesus launches the reign of God,
which will be fully complete upon Jesus’ return. We
are now offered a new path for being human by
which, empowered by the Holy Spirit, we may
partner with God to create new cycles of life and
hope.
