EL PAN VIVO QUE DA VIDA

El motivo unificador de las lecturas de este afio para hoy es el don de Dios de pan vivo
que da vida. Prefigurado en el mana, que no soélo nutrié a las personas, sino que definid
a Israel como una comunidad bajo el cuidado especial de Dios, Jesus, el pan viviente,
nos otorga —individualmente y como comunidad— la vida eterna que, en la perspectiva
de Juan, comienza aqui y se cumple mas adelante. Este tema “ya/alin no” es aludido
por la referencia de la invitacion de comunién a la vision de Apocalipsis de la fiesta del
reino: “Felices son los que estan llamados a la cena del Cordero” (Apocalipsis 19:9) una
vez muerto que vive para siempre. Para san Pablo, el pan eucaristico y la copa son signo
de lo que la comunidad esta llamada a ser y fuente de la fuerza de la comunidad para
vivir ese ideal.

CARNE Y SANGRE

En el Evangelio de hoy, Juan 6:51-58, encontramos una “version eucaristica” de versiculos
anteriores 6:35-50, en el que Jesus dice: “el que cree en mi tiene vida eterna” (6:47). Y
ese “cree” ahora Jesus lo cambia por “El que come mi carne y bebe mi sangre tienen vida
eterna” (6:54). Este paralelismo esta reflejado en la complementariedad de la Liturgia de la
Palabray la Liturgia de |la Eucaristia, la intima relacion entre el ambon y el altar, “la mesa de
la Palabra de Dios y la mesa del Cuerpo de Cristo”.

Pero el Evangelio de hoy presenta un paralelismo subsecuente, la complementariedad de
carne y sangre. Al usar “carne”, una palabra que Jesus algunas veces usa para denotar
la completa naturaleza humana en lugar de “cuerpo”, Juan parece sugerir que, al recibir
el Cuerpo de Cristo en la Eucaristia, nosotros los discipulos nos disponemos a asimilar la
completa naturaleza humana, su propio auto sacrificio radical hacia la muerte como nues-
tra distintiva manera de ser humano. Mas alin, la misma razon por la que la ley prohibe par-
ticipar del sacrificio de sangre es precisamente porque Jesus dice que nosotros debemos
beber su sangre, “la sangre es la vida” (Deuteronomio 12:23). Al participar de la Sangre de
Cristo en la Eucaristia nosotros “tenemos la vida eterna” aqui y ahora; es decir, vivimos por
la victoria de Cristo sobre la muerte en esta vida, una victoria que sera hecha permanente
cuando JesUs nos resucite en el Ultimo dia (6:54).

SOMOS UNO

Al participar de este don, nos hacemos uno con Cristo en realidad. Pero hay mas. Tam-
bién nos hacemos uno con nuestro projimo. Al participar todos de este misterio, esta-
mos unidos en la carne y el espiritu —en el Espiritu Santo— con nuestro projimo también.
Asi como Pablo dice “Porque el pan es uno, nosotros, siendo muchos, formamos un
solo cuerpo, pues todos comemos del mis-
mo pan” (1 Corintios 10:17).

LIVING, LIFE-GIVING BREAD

The unifying motif of this year’s readings for today is God’s gift of living, life-giving
Bread. Prefigured in the manna, which not only nourished individuals but defined
Israel as a community under God’s special care, Jesus, the living bread, bestows on
us—individually and as a community —eternal life that, in John’s perspective, begins
here and is fulfilled hereafter. This “already/not yet” theme is alluded to by the Com-
munion invitation’s reference to Revelation’s vision of the kingdom-feast: “Happy are
those who are called to the supper of the Lamb” (Revelation 19:9) once slain who
lives forever. For Saint Paul, the eucharistic bread and cup are both sign of what the
community is called to be and source of the community’s strength to live that ideal.

FLESH AND BLOOD

Today’s Gospel verses, John 6:51-58 are a “eucharistic version” of the previous vers-
es, 6:35-50, in which Jesus asserts, “Whoever believes has eternal life” (6:47). Now
Jesus replaces “believes” with “Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eter-
nal life” (6:54). This parallelism is mirrored in the complementarity of the Liturgy of the
Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist, the intimate relationship between ambo (lectern)
and altar, “the table of God’s Word and the table of Christ’s Body.”

But today’s Gospel presents a further parallel, the complementarity of flesh and blood.
By using “flesh,” a word he sometimes uses to denote the whole of human nature rath-
er than “body,” John seems to suggest that, in receiving Christ’s Body in the Eucharist,
we disciples are to assimilate the whole of Jesus’ humanity, his own radically self-sac-
rificing-unto-death lifestyle as our distinctive manner of being human. Moreover, the
very reason the law forbade partaking of sacrificial blood is precisely why Jesus says
we must drink his blood, “for the blood is life” (Deuteronomy 12:28). By partaking of
Christ’s Blood in the Eucharist, we “have eternal life” here and now; that is to say, we
live by Christ’s victory over death in this life, a victory that will be made permanent
when Jesus raises us up on the last day (6:54).

WE ARE ONE

As we partake of this gift, we become one with Christ in reality. But there is more. We
also become one with each other. As we all partake of the mystery, we are united in
flesh and spirit—in the Holy Spirit—with each other as well. As Paul says, “Because
the loaf of bread is one, we, though many, are one body, for we all partake of the one
loaf” (1 Corinthians 10:17).

Today we celebrate this wonderful gift.
Even though we do not fully understand
it, we believe and accept it with joy. We
are one with Christ and one with each
other. We too become the Body of Christ
in the world.
