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NOTHING CAN SEPARATE US

Today’s passage from Saint Paul's letter to the
Romans concludes Chapter 8 with a flourish. It
is the exclamation point of Paul's teaching on
the presence of the Spirit within them and
among them. The church in Rome faced great
suffering as they were marginalized and
persecuted for their faith. Paul names both
social and cosmic forces that oppress them,
over which they have no control. Their trials
likely provoked questions that led them to
wonder, “Where is God?”

Paul teaches that God is so deeply present
within us that nothing can separate us from
God. This includes our own forms of resistance.
Even when we find myriad ways to avoid and
run away, God is waiting patiently. Even when
God seems distant or absent, God continues to
invite, to welcome, and to speak to us.

SAINT JOHN MARY VIANNEY
(1786-1859)

A busy pastor jokingly suggests
5] the secret of John Vianney’s
holiness: “He died seventeen
years before telephones!” Call
they didn’t, but visit they did,
keeping Vianney eighteen hours a
day in the confessmnal. Stories abound of reading
hearts and exorcisms, but Vianney’s first miracle was
getting ordained. Difficulty with studies delayed him,
prompting the rector’s apology to the bishop, “So far
to ordain just one, especially this one!” The bishop,
who could not know he was ordaining the future
patron saint of parish priests, replied, “No burden to
ordain one good priest!” In Ars, only an elderly handful
attended Mass, “praying,” one told Vianney, “for a
priest with brains.” But he stayed forty-two years,
fulfilling the promise he made the day he arrived. In a
sculpture just outside the village Vianney points
skyward: “Show me the way to Ars,” he tells a boy,
“and I'll show you the way to heaven.” To someone
who feared there was no heaven beyond the grave,
Vianney smiled, “My child, it would have been heaven

enough to have lived as Jesus’ disciple on earth.”

ANHELO DE BIENESTAR ESPIRITUAL

La palabra de Dios nos sirve una gran fiesta hoy. Isaias hace sefas a todos los que
tienen hambre y sed de venir al Sefior para obtener satisfaccion. El salmista gri-
ta: “Abres, Sefior, tus manos generosas y cuantos viven quedan satisfechos”. San
Pablo nos dice que nada puede separarnos del amor de Dios. Finalmente, en el
Evangelio, escuchamos la historia de la alimentacion milagrosa de mas de cinco
mil personas de apenas cinco panes y dos peces. La mayoria de nosotros tenemos
nuestras necesidades materiales satisfechas en el dia a dia. Sin embargo, estas
Escrituras tienen mucho que decir al creyente contemporaneo. Debemos preguntar-
nos: “;Donde estan mis mas profundas hambres? ;Donde estan mis sed?” Después
de satisfacer las necesidades materiales y, en algunos casos, estar demasiado sat-
isfechas, muchas personas todavia experimentan un profundo anhelo de equilib-
rio espiritual y bienestar. A medida que los panes y los peces se multiplican en el
Evangelio de hoy, tal vez nuestra oracion pueda ser un anhelo de satisfaccion de las
necesidades mas profundas que sélo Dios puede llenar.

ADMITIR NUESTRA INCAPACIDAD

LONGING FOR SPIRITUAL WELL-BEING

The word of God serves up a tremendous feast for us today. Isaiah beckons all who
hunger and thirst to come to the Lord for satisfaction. The psalmist cries out, “The
hand of the Lord feeds us; he answers all our needs.” Saint Paul tells us that nothing
can separate us from the love of God. Finally, in the Gospel, we hear the story of the
miraculous feeding of over five thousand people from a mere five loaves and two
fish. Most of us have our material needs met on a day-to-day basis. These scrip-
tures, nevertheless, have much to say to the contemporary believer. We must ask
ourselves, “Where are my deepest hungers? Where are my thirsts?” After material
needs are satisfied and, in some cases, over-satisfied, many people still experience
a deep longing for spiritual balance and well-being. As the loaves and fish are mul-
tiplied in today’s Gospel, perhaps our prayer can be a longing for the satisfaction of
the deepest needs that only God can fill.

ADMITTING OUR HELPLESSNESS

Jesus’ disciples, after a long day of preaching and healing, find themselves confront-
ed with thousands of hungry people who need to be fed. They themselves were no
doubt hungry and thirsty. In desperation, they turn to the Lord and ask him to tell the
people to go to the towns and villages to buy food. Jesus tells them to give the peo-
ple food themselves. They admit that they can come up with only five loaves and two
fish, hardly enough to feed even themselves. It was only after the disciples admitted
their total helplessness in the situation that the miracle of the multiplication of the
loaves and fish occurred. Where is the lesson for us? It is in admitting our helpless-
ness in life’s most difficult moments that a miracle may perhaps be waiting for us.

MIRACLES OF MULTIPLICATION

Many believers admit that when faced with life-threatening iliness, all that can be
done in many instances is to throw one’s hands up in total helplessness and, in des-
peration, call upon God. The miracle that can occur is often not a cure of the iliness.
The miracle may be the strength and courage given by God to move through the
pain and grief with hearts of faith. Remember what Saint Paul tells us today. “For
| am convinced that neither death, nor life ... nor any other creature will be able to
separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.” When we know deep
hunger for meaning and direction, when we are at our lowest, let us heed the words
of the prophet Isaiah, and come to the Lord, that we may have life. If five loaves and
two fish can be multiplied miraculously
